PROCESSING
Computer cutting

Clean, quick, trouble-free cutting with most
plotters. Adjustment of the cutting depth is
important : if the cut is too deep this could result in
the paper splitting and coming away with the
adhesive when the vinyl is transferred to Application
Tape.

Application

The transfer of the cut vinyl onto the Application
Tape should always be performed by removing the
liner from the pressure-sensitive material (i.e. with
the PVC face downwards onto the working surface)
and not by lifting off the Application Tape. All
surfaces to which the material will be applied must
be thoroughly cleaned from dust, grease or any
contamination. Note also that the wet application
method is not recommended.

Cleaning

It is strongly recommended not to wash the
decorated surfaces within 48 hours after the
application.

Important remark

Some adverse reactions can occur when applying
MACal 8000 to certain substrates, for example :
acrylics, polycarbonate, polystyrene, plasticized PVC,
certain paints and lacquers. These reactions could
take the form of cracks, swelling, ghosting, variance
in adhesion performance. Therefore, as with any
critical application, it is recommended to carry out
suitability tests.
